Simon is one of the main characters in the book and is represented like some sort of Christ figure. Simon's name comes from the Hebrew word meaning "listener”. Simon is described as ‘a skinny, vivid little boy with a glance’ coming from his face and has a hair, which is ‘black and coarse’. Apart from the black hair, the description suggests that he is somewhat angel-like with a bright aura around him. 
Simon is younger than Ralph, Piggy and Jack, but older than the “littluns”. He is very good and pure, and has the most positive attitude. As Christ helped the disfavoured, Simon is happy to take care of the "littluns" and gives the “littluns” `the food they could not reach´, this strengthen the belief that Simon is very good and pure.
Simon is a spiritual thinker who shows the human ability to think beyond narrow personal interests. Simon often travels into his peaceful spot in the jungle, but also tries to help with building shelters and collecting wood for the fire when it is needed. There are strong religious feelings to the spot that Simon finds which, with its candle-buds and peaceful stillness, reminds me of a place of worship. 

The weirdest part of the book is the “meeting” with the “Lord of the flies” When Simon sees the sow’s head on the sharped stick, he becomes horrified of the ‘infinite cynicism of adult life’. Simon starts to “talk” with the “Lord of the Flies “, but is actually having an illusion and is talking to himself. Simon is trying to apologize for what the other boys did to the animal and tries to find an excuse. “Lord of the Flies“tries to convince Simon that ‘it was a joke’ and says that he ‘were just wrong, that’s all’. This probably means that Simon first thought that they were not killing the pig with purpose, but then realises the solemnity and reality and that he didn’t thought young schoolboys from England could do such things. Lord of the Flies foreshadows Simon’s death by promising ‘to have fun’ with him. Although Simon’s vision teaches him that the beast exists inside all human beings, his confrontation with the beast is not complete until he comes face to face with the beast that exists within the other boys. 
Simon is the only character described in the novel who have enough courage to search and confront the beast, finding the logical solution to this mystery. He decides to climb up the mountain, he discovers the dead parachutist and realizes that ‘maybe it’s only us’ had been a correct feeling from him. When he runs to tell the others, he is rewarded by being beaten and stabbed to death by the horde of maniacal boys. When the boys kill Simon, they are acting on the savage instinct that the beast represents. As well, the way of Simon’s death continues the parallels between Simon and Jesus: both die sacrificial deaths after learning deep truths about human morality. However, Simon’s death is different from Jesus’ in ways that complicate the idea that Simon is simply a Christ figure. Although Jesus and Simon both die sacrificial deaths, Jesus was killed for his beliefs, while Simon is killed because of the other boys’ illusions. Jesus died after telling his message to the world, but Simon dies before he is able to speak to the boys. According to the Bible, Jesus’ death shows others the way to deliverance; Simon’s death exemplifies the power of evil within the human nature.
